SPANKEY COME HOME stalked five wide on the backstretch and four wide on the turn and into the stretch and
gained the place late. BAD BOY went up three deep between horses to duel for the lead, battled three wide on the turn then
stalked off the rail nearing the stretch and held third. PARTY FOUL sped to the early lead off the rail, angled in and dueled
inside, fought back on the turn but weakened in the stretch. POINTING STAR unhurried outside on the backstretch and three
deep on the turn and into the stretch and put in a late bid at a minor award outside. TYCOON DOBY chased outside then off the
rail, came four wide into the stretch and went between foes late. AMERICAN OFFICER prompted the pace four wide then
stalked on the turn, came three deep into the stretch, drifted in and weakened. OUR PARTNER chased between horses, also
came three deep into the stretch and lacked a rally. SOLICITOUS settled a bit off the rail, went between foes on the turn and
lacked the needed response. HOLLYWOOD HANDSOME chased outside and was climbing some when off the rail on the
backstretch, angled in on the turn and failed to menace. BEYOND BOUNDRIES sent inside to press the pace, stalked along the
rail on the turn and weakened. FOR DUTY settled off the rail, went between horses on the turn and into the stretch and lacked a
further response.
